
OPPD’s 

Nebraska is the only state whose 
residents get their electricity almost 
entirely from public power utilities. 

While OPPD has operated since 1946 in name, power has been provided to the 
Greater Omaha Metropolitan Area since 1917, when the Nebraska Power Company 
was incorporated. In the same year, the Nebraska Power Company acquired the 
property of the Omaha Electric Light and Power Company. In December 1946, the 
state legislature created OPPD as a political subdivision of the state of Nebraska, 
which acquired the properties operated by the Nebraska Power Company. In January 
1965, the Eastern Nebraska Public Power District merged with OPPD, doubling the size 
of OPPD’s service area. Since OPPD was established in 1946, OPPD’s service area, 
electricity demand and generation have only increased, all while OPPD accomplished 
its mission to deliver reliable and affordable energy services that have exceeded 
customer expectations.
